Day 1 : Alipurduar to Phuentsholing

Distance: 50 km | Travel Time: ~1.5 hours

Morning: Start from Alipurduar early in the morning to reach Phuentsholing.
Arrival & Border Formalities: Complete immigration formalities at the Bhutan gate. Indian citizens
need a valid ID (passport or voter ID) and a recent passport-sized photo for entry permits. If
you’re traveling with an agency, they can assist with this.
Afternoon Sightseeing:

Zangto Pelri Lhakhang: A peaceful Buddhist temple with intricate statues and beautiful
architecture.
Amo Chhu Crocodile Breeding Centre: See native crocodile species and learn about local
conservation efforts.
